manatees can grow up to 10 feet long and weigh 1200 
lbs! They spend six to eight hours a day foraging for 

aquatic plants to eat. While boating, you might see signs 
reminding you to watch out for manatees. They are protected by state and Federal law and it 

is illegal to harass or feed wild manatees. Pinellas County even has policies to help protect the 
sea grass beds and regulate development that might negatively impact their habitat.  Visit

to call the Watch Line (727-464-4077) to report manatee sightings to help document areas
